RULES

1.1 
The regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in The Racing Rules of Sailing.

No national authority prescriptions will apply.

Rule(s) The Rules of the Challenger Class will apply except that only Dacron sails may be used for this regatta. See www.sailchallengers.com

The IFDS Functional Classification System and The IFDS Race Management Manual Part 1 in effect at the time of the event will apply.

IDENTIFICATION AND ADVERTISING

2.1
Advertising will be restricted to Category C.

2.2 
Competitors may be required to display Championship Sponsors’ advertising and identification numbers. The Regatta Organising Committee, at registration will supply this. 

3
ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY

3.1
The regatta is open to boats of the Challenger Class Mk2 or Mk2a.
3.2
Eligible sailors may enter by completing the attached form and sending it, together with the required fee, by 30 April 2008. 

3.3
In very exceptional circumstances, subject to availability of supplied boats and the approval of the Regatta Organising Committee, late entries may be accepted up to 31 May 2008 and in this case an additional, 20% late entry surcharge may be applied. 

3.4
A fleet of Loan boats will be available on a first come first serve basis, and a limited number of places for privately owned boats will be allowed, subject to the approval of the Regatta Organising Committee. All entries will be determined by the date of entry.

4
SAILOR CLASSIFICATION
4.1. 
This is a single-person regatta in which the IFDS Minimal Disability Criteria will apply (FCS 7 points or less), as defined in the 2005-8 IFDS Functional Classification System.

FEES

5.1.
The Entry Fee for this regatta is Euros 150.

5.2.
In the event of an entry being withdrawn, the Entry Fee can only be refunded if the Organizing Authority has been notified before 30th April 2008.

5.3. 
A Damage Deposit of Euros 250 will be required from all sailors using supplied boats. This shall be paid at the Race Office, when the boat is allocated. If there is no damage to the boat, this will be refunded in full, at the end of the regatta
5.4. 
A Classification Fee of Euros 35 will be required from all sailors without a valid IFDS FCS passport. This shall be paid at the Race Office to Linda Merkle – IFDS Classification Secretary, at the time of Classification.

6.
ONSITE REGISTRATION

6.1. 
Competitors, coaches and team leaders shall complete on site registration at the race office from 0930 of Saturday 05 July to 1800 of 07 July. Competitors not registered within this time will not be entered in the regatta.

6.2. 
Each competitor shall produce at registration their IFDS Classification certificated, the boat’s measurement certificate and measurement form and an insurance certificate as specified in paragraph 20 of this Notice of Race.

SCHEDULE

7.1.
Registration and classification will be held from 0930 of Saturday 05 July to 1800 of Monday 7 July. A list of appointment times for classification will be posted on the notice board.

Measurement and inspection will be made from 0930 of Saturday 05 July to 1800 of Monday 7 July, always after the competitor has made the check in at the Race Office.

All boats must be present for measurement according to the measurement schedule.

SAILING INSTRUCTIONS

The sailing instructions will be available after 0930 of Saturday 05 July at the Race Office.

VENUE

10.1.
The host venue is the Clube Naval de Cascais, attachment 1 shows the location of the regatta harbour.
10.2.
Races will be held on Cascais Bay waters, attachment 2 shows the location of the racing areas.
11.
THE COURSES

The courses to be sailed will be windward/leeward or Trapezoid 
12.
PENALTY SYSTEM

12.1.
For the Challenger class rules, ISAF RRS 44.1 and 44.2 are changed so that only one turn, including one tack and one gybe, is required.
12.2.
Decisions of the International Jury will be final as provided in rule 70.4.
13.
SCORING

13.1.
The Low Point scoring System of Appendix A will apply, with the following changes:

13.1.1.
4 races are required to be completed to constitute a series.

13.1.2.
(a)
When fewer than 5 races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores.

(b)
When from 5 to 8 races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores excluding her worst score.

(c) When 8 or more races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores excluding her two worst scores. 

14.
SUPPORT BOATS AND SUPPORT PERSONEL

14.1.
Support boat users shall register at the race office before launching

14.2. 
Whilst on the water support boats shall display either an identification flag of a minimum 50cm X 40 cm with their national letters or their national letters in a white background on the cover of the outboard engine. Additionally they shall display the number allocated by the organizing authority.   

15.
BERTHING

Boats shall be kept in their assigned places in the boat park.
16.
RADIO COMMUNICATION AND ELECTRONIC EQUIPMENT

16.1
A boat shall neither make radio transmissions while racing nor receive radio communications not available to all boats. This restriction also applies to mobile telephones.

16.2
Boats may be required to carry cameras, sound equipment or positioning equipment as specified by the organizing authority. 

17.
RIGHT TO USE NAME AND LIKENESS


By participating in the SETH IFDS Multihull World Championship 2008 a competitor automatically grants to the organizing authority, its sponsors and ISAF the right in perpetuity to make, use and show, from time to time at their discretion, any motion pictures and live, taped or filmed television and other reproductions of him or her during the period of the competition without compensation.

18.       PRIZES

18.1.
Medals will be awarded for the First, Second and Third placed boats. A perpetual, memorial trophy will be awarded to the first placed boat. However, the memorial trophy must be stored in the UK and an alternative permanent trophy will be given to the first placed sailor.

18.2. 
Additional prizes may be awarded at the discretion of the Regatta Organising Committee.

19.
DISCLAIMER OF LIABILITY

Competitors participate in the regatta entirely at their own risk. See rule 4, Decision to Race. The organizing authority will not accept any liability for material damage or personal injury or death sustained in conjunction with or prior to, during, or after the regatta.
20.
INSURANCE

For every participating boat and coach / support boat at least a valid third-party liability insurance shall exist with a minimum cover of 750.000,00 Euro or the equivalent in the currency of the country of registration of the boat.
21 ACCOMMODATION

The Organizing Committee has made special arrangements with Hotel Baía (www.hotelbaia-cascais.com) due to his close proximity to the Club (300m).

22. 
ASSISTED PLACES

22.1. 
Subject to the availability of boats and sponsorship, the Regatta Organising Committee will award assisted places to at least one sailor from each country. This assistance will include the supply of a boat for the championship and a grant towards travel and accommodation. 

22.2. 
The Regatta Organising Committee will award assisted places strictly in the order in which completed entries are received (including the Entry Fee). Assisted places are limited but a Reserve List will be prepared. After 30th April, if there are any remaining assisted places, these may be allocated at the discretion of the Regatta Organising Committee and their decision is final.
